The law requires hospitals to record the 
name of the patient’s designated family caregiver upon admission and 
keep that caregiver informed of their loved one’s discharge plans. It 
also makes sure that family caregivers have the instructions they need 
to safely care for their loved ones when they come home from the 
hospital. AARP Utah fought for the Patient Designated Caregiver Rule 
because supporting family caregivers is a top priority for all of us.
