2. Immediately contact the SLCoHD to report any changes in the information listed on this application.
3. Immediately notify the SLCoHD as soon as the business intends to change ownership or close.
4. Pay all applicable fees established by the Salt Lake County Health Department in the required time frame.

I am aware that this application does not authorize conducting a business until final approval is given by this 
agency and all applicable state and municipal agencies including business licensing. A person shall not operate a 
regulated facility, business, or establishment without a valid permit issued by the Salt Lake County Health Department. 
Application fees are nonrefundable and permits are not transferable to another individual, business, or location. To open 
and/or operate a business without final approval is a Class B misdemeanor and punishable by law. Violations of the above 
conditions of permit may result in follow-up inspection fees, permit suspension, or permit revocation. Failure to notify the 
SLCoHD regarding changes in the above information will result in penalties. Payment of these penalties in the required 
time frame is the responsibility of the business owner/agent.
